Research Requirement Completion Form

Prior to writing the dissertation proposal, students are required to participate in another research project. This project should be accomplished with the guidance of a professor, typically within the Counseling Psychology program. Students must present the research at a peer-reviewed state, national, or international meeting/conference (e.g., poster, symposium, or roundtable) or have it accepted for publication in a peer-reviewed journal. The student fulfilling the requirement does not have to be the first author on the presentation or the manuscript, but should make a substantial contribution to the research project in both a conceptual and technical fashion as well as the preparation of the material for the presentation or publication. Along with this form, students must submit a copy of their presentation or manuscript to their faculty advisor as well as documentation of their participation (e.g., a letter accepting the proposal for presentation or publication, the program for the meeting with the presentation listed, the in-print publication). After completion of the research project and successful dissemination, students should complete this form, have their faculty advisor sign the form, and then return the form to the Training Director.
