• Before you can register for Summer at Ricks, you must complete 

the Summer at Ricks pre-registration (prerequisite) form. The Summer 
at Ricks pre-registration is a $0 fee registration that allows you to enter your 
child’s required medical, authorized release, emergency contact, and 
acknowledgment of risk information for Summer at Ricks 2022.

• The final tuition balance, including Sunrise early care, and Sunset after care, 
is due by May 1. If we have not received payment before May 1, we will 
charge the card on file. Full payment is required for all camps registered for 
after April 30.

• Registration for each camp will close the Wednesday before camp starts. 
before on Friday. For example, the deadline to sign up for the week of June 
13 – 17 is June 8th.

• Financial aid cannot be applied to programs run through outside vendors.
